Bible Expo #1
(PK – 2nd grade)

Bible story:  Jesus Heals the Paralyzed Man
Memory Bible Verse (MBV): “Immediately the paralyzed man stood up, took his mat, and walked out while everyone was watching him. “  Mark 2:12

Objective of Rotation: 
· Know that the Bible story is found in the New Testament in the book of Mark
· Know that we should do “whatever it takes” to bring our friends and others to Jesus
· Know that Jesus has the power to forgive our sins and to heal us
· Know  the Memory Bible Verse
Bible Expo Activity: 

· Movie
· Items Needed:
· Video:  Greatest Heroes and Legends of the Bible – The Miracles of Jesus
Welcome and Introductions: 
· Greet the children and introduce all adults.   Remember that you are interacting with a different group of students each week—some may not know you. 
· Make sure the kids all know each other too!  We do have kids from different school districts attending.
· Wear your nametag and make sure that the children are wearing theirs.

· Check attendance –PLACE OUTSIDE OF DOOR WHEN DONE!

Lesson: 
Tell the children that we will be watching a movie that shows us some of the miracles that Jesus performed while he lived on the earth.  
Ask:  Do you know what a miracle is?  (after listening to the answers explain to them that a miracle is something so great and wonderful that only God can do it)
Tell them that we will see several of Jesus’ miracles in the movie, but the one we are talking about in Sunday School this month is the miracle where Jesus heals the paralyzed man.  This will be the last miracle we see on the movie.

Start the movie at 12:58 (just before the boat scene)

End the movie at 27:33 (just after the healing of the paralyzed man)

Discuss the movie, focusing on the story of Jesus healing the paralyzed man, as time allows.
Have the kids practice the Memory Bible Verse.  

Closing Prayer  (use this prayer or one of your own)
Dear God,
Thank you for loving us so much that you sent us your only son, Jesus.  Thank you for giving us your Word to help us learn more about how to care for our friends and how to bring them closer to you.  In Jesus’ name we pray.  Amen

Dismissal:  

· Please collect all nametags
