Bible story:  Jesus Heals the Paralyzed Man – Mark 2:1-12
Memory Bible Verse (MBV): “Immediately the paralyzed man stood up, took his mat, and walked out while everyone was watching him.”   Mark 2:12
Objective of Rotation: 
· Know that the Bible story is found in the New Testament in the book of Mark
· Know that we should do “whatever it takes” to bring our friends and others to Jesus
· Know that Jesus has the power to forgive our sins and to heal us
· Know  the Memory Bible Verse
Items Needed:

· Play ‘N Learn CD
Welcome and Introductions: 

· Greet the children and introduce all adults.   Remember that you are interacting with a different group of students each week—some may not know you. 

· Make sure the kids all know each other too!  We do have kids from different school districts attending.

· Wear your nametag and make sure that the children are wearing theirs.

· Check attendance –PLACE OUTSIDE OF DOOR WHEN DONE!

Lesson: 

Tell the kids that the Bible story is from the New Testament, the book of Mark, Chapter 2. 
Tell the story with motions in the style of "Going on a Bear Hunt." 
Say: "We're carrying our sick friend to Jesus!" (Carry a pretend stretcher with the person behind you) 
"We can't get in! We'll have to go up on the roof." (Pretend climbing stairs)
 "We'll have to make a hole in the roof!" (Put stretcher down, dig hole in roof) 
"Let's lower our sick friend to Jesus." (Lower the stretcher) 
"Let's watch what happens." (Look through hole) 
"Jesus made him well!" (Clap hands, hug each other, etc…)


This can be even more fun if you repeat lines because you forgot something and had to go back for it. Taking the friend to the house can also mean going through the streets, around corners, over bridges, quickly past barking dogs, etc. Use whatever comes to mind.

Have the kids try going through the story with you.

Practice the Memory Bible Verse. 

Tell the kids that we will hear more about this bible story in our computer lesson.
Computer Lesson:
Click on "Play and Learn" icon on the main desktop screen. Click on "Run" & select "Bible Stories" and then "Jesus is our Friend" 
Then select the "Down through the Roof" story. 
When the story is complete, click on the return arrow. 
Discussion:

1.  How would you feel if your best friend needed help, but there were lots of people in the way so you couldn’t help them get to the help they needed?  (sad, upset, mad…)

2. Did the friends give up when they couldn’t get to Jesus? (no, they kept trying and figured out a way to get their friend to Jesus – through the roof!)

3. Sometimes, when we are trying to help someone or be a good friend to someone, it can be hard, but we should not give up.

4. What did Jesus do when they lowered their friend through the roof?  (Said your sins are forgiven and healed him so he could walk again.) 

If time allows, the children may then go into "The Games Room".
Under the 'Puzzle' section, children can click on the Paralytic Man picture (in 3rd row) 
Select Level 1, 2 or 3 (depending on age group) and select Mix. This mixes the squares for children to rearrange to form correct picture. 

Closing prayer (use this prayer or your own):  

Dear God,

Thank you so much for sending Jesus to us and for the great stories in the Bible that help us to learn more about you.  Help us to be good friends this week.

In Jesus’ name we pray.  
Amen.
Dismissal:  

· Please collect all nametags
