(PK – 2nd grade)

Bible story:  Jesus Heals the Paralyzed Man
Memory Bible Verse (MBV): “Immediately the paralyzed man stood up, took his mat, and walked out while everyone was watching him. “  Mark 2:12

Objective of Rotation: 
· Know that the Bible story is found in the New Testament in the book of Mark
· Know that we should do “whatever it takes” to bring our friends and others to Jesus
· Know that Jesus has the power to forgive our sins and to heal us
· Know  the Memory Bible Verse
Craft Activity: 

· Weaving Mats
· Items Needed:
· One “Mat” – 1 per child (piece of paper with slits cut into it for weaving)
· Multi- colored strips of cardstock to weave into mat
· Glue sticks to glue the edge pieces if needed
· Pencils
· Instructions:
· Give each child one mat and an assortment of colored strips.  Have them write their name on an edge of the mat where there won’t be weaving.  Next, have them weave the multi-colored strips in and out of the construction paper to make a colorful mat.  Glue the edges to hold the paper in place if needed.
Welcome and Introductions: 
· Greet the children and introduce all adults.   Remember that you are interacting with a different group of students each week—some may not know you. 
· Make sure the kids all know each other too!  We do have kids from different school districts attending.
· Wear your nametag and make sure that the children are wearing theirs.

· Check attendance –PLACE OUTSIDE OF DOOR WHEN DONE!

Lesson: 
Tell the kids that a very special visitor is coming to class tonight and ask them to please listen very respectfully when she arrives. (A guest will be coming to your class to tell the Bible story.)
We have included a copy of the story she will be telling so you can read it in case the kids have questions.  There won’t be much time for discussion since you’ll need to move on to the craft but try to get the kids talking about the Bible story while they work on their craft.

After “the storyteller” finishes telling the story be sure to have the kids thank her for coming.

Have the kids practice the Bible Memory Verse. (see page one) – you may need to do this while they are working on their craft due to time constraints. 

Tell the kids that for our craft activity we will be making a “mat” like the one the four friends used to carry their paralyzed friend to Jesus.  (see instructions above).
Closing Prayer  (use this prayer or one of your own):
Dear God,
Thank you for loving for us so much that you sent us your only son, Jesus.  Thank you for giving us your Word to help us learn more about how to care for our friends and how to bring them closer to you.  In Jesus’ name we pray.  Amen

Dismissal:  

· Please collect all nametags 

· Please wait until 7:30 to dismiss the kids.  I encourage you to stand at the door give high 5s or hugs or pats on the back while using their names.  (that personal touch really helps them to know that they’re loved and that we want them here with us.)

· Clean up your room.  

· Return the classroom tub to the computer lab and the nametag basket to the handprint room
