(3 - 6th grade)

Bible story:  Jesus Heals the Paralyzed Man
Memory Bible Verse (MBV): “Immediately the paralyzed man stood up, took his mat, and walked out while everyone was watching him. “  Mark 2:12

Objective of Rotation: 
· Know that the Bible story is found in the New Testament in the book of Mark
· Know that we should do “whatever it takes” to bring our friends and others to Jesus
· Know that Jesus has the power to forgive our sins and to heal us
· Know  the Memory Bible Verse
Craft Activity: 

· Tying fleece blankets
· Items Needed:
· 1 blanket per class
· A pair of scissors for trimming 
· Instructions for Kitchen Activity:
· The blankets will be ready to be tied.  Have the kids take turns tying knots in the strips of fleece around the edges of the fabric.
· Have scissors handy in case some of the strips didn’t cut all the way through and need trimming  

· Although the two pieces of fleece will be pinned together the kids will still need to be careful to not move the fabric too much as they tie the knots.

Welcome and Introductions: 
· Greet the children and introduce all adults.   Remember that you are interacting with a different group of students each week—some may not know you. 
· Make sure the kids all know each other too!  We do have kids from different school districts attending.
· Wear your nametag and make sure that the children are wearing theirs.

· Check attendance –PLACE OUTSIDE OF DOOR WHEN DONE!

Lesson: 
Tell the kids that a very special visitor is coming to class tonight and ask them to please listen very respectfully when she arrives. (A guest will be coming to your class to tell the Bible story.)

We have included a copy of the story she will be telling so you can read it in case the kids have questions.  There won’t be much time for discussion since you’ll need to move on to the craft but try to get the kids talking about the bible story while they work on their craft.

After “the storyteller” finishes telling the story be sure to have the kids thank her for coming.
Talk to the kids about how the four friends cared so much about their paralyzed friend that they carried him to Jesus.  When they got to the house and they couldn’t get through the crowds to get to Jesus, they didn’t let that stop them.  They did whatever it took to get their friend to Jesus, even lowering him down through the roof!  

Jesus wants us to show others that we care about them too.  For our craft activity this month we are going to be making blankets to give to people who are in the hospital.  This is a way that we can show them that someone cares about them.  
Say:  Let’s take a moment to pray before we start on our blankets. (use this prayer or your own):  
Dear God,
Thank you for loving for us so much that you sent us your only son, Jesus.  Thank you for giving us your Word to help us learn more about how to care for our friends and how to bring them closer to you.   In Jesus’ name we pray.  Amen

Have the kids practice the Bible Memory Verse. (see page one) - you may need to do this while they are working on their craft due to time constraints.
Have the kids take turns tying the blanket.  (See instructions on page one)  
Dismissal to Large Group:

· The Crocodile Dock “horn” will be honked at approximately 6:55 for dismissal to large group.
· Please have the kids clean up their areas so the room is ready for the next class. 

· Bring the name tag basket with you for collecting name tags at the end of the night.

· Have the kids line up single file. Please have them stay to the right side of the hallway (the kids coming out of large group will be walking on your left side) 

· You will collect name tags from your class at the end of large group.

· Return the classroom tub to the computer lab and the nametag basket to the handprint room after large group
